As they require no remote amplifier, these miniature ultrasonic sensors are totally self-contained in a housing that measures just 10 x 14 x 27 mm.  These sensors are ideal for applications requiring the use of several sensors in a very small space.  When mounted between 10 and 200 mm from the target, SONUS sensors deliver highly precise non-contact proximity, position and distance sensing on sound reflective substrates including clear, glossy and opaque materials regardless of color.  
 
The revolutionary size and capabilities of SONUS sensors allow them to be used in entirely new applications for ultrasonic technology.  The narrow sonic beam facilitates accurate monitoring of fill levels in miniature containers such as contact lens packages, medical and industrial syringes, test tubes and other small glass or plastic containers.  This narrow signal also ensures that multiple sensors in crowded conditions will not experience reciprocal interference.  
 
SONUS sensors can be installed in rows, housing-to-housing, to gaze into test tubes, micro-titration plates, or other tiny packages. The sensors can be designed into printing machines and robotic components. They can also be used for counting, positioning and measuring applications in handling and packaging equipment, conveyors, laboratory instruments, electronic and semiconductor manufacturing, and binding/publishing operations.
 
SONUS sensors are available in digital, analog, and retro-reflective versions. All feature an integrated electronic teach-in capability that allows the user to customize settings. SONUS sensors can be installed rapidly using just a single screw.  A wide variety of mounting and installation accessories are also available.
